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1 INTRODUCTION
The focus is on the “question” in the literature to indicate the originality and relevance of the work, as well as to make clear to the reader the “gap” in the research that the aim is to study. The theoretical focus used should be presented, whether it be the basic theory or the conceptual hypotheses based on the basic studies, the research question that motivates the article, the method, the main results and the contribution or implications. The research objectives should also be considered.
2 LITERATURE REVIEW
It should be specific and seen as the conceptual foundation on which the article is built and on which new hypotheses or new arguments will be developed. If a basic theory is used, it should make clear what the foundations of the theory are, what it predicts and what results are expected to be found. If the study is not based on a specific basic theory, the authors should articulate the studies with a view to constructing a theoretical hypothesis to be empirically verified. It should not be limited to presenting a set of previous works on a topic with little connection to the current article. It is suggested that it present a good balance in the inclusion of pertinent classical or seminal references and more recent references, both national and international..
3 METODOLOGY
Sufficient information should be provided to assess the adequacy of the experimental approach and repeat the experiment, such as data collection procedures and instruments, sample, variables and data analysis procedures.
4 RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Relevant results should be presented in the most appropriate form, such as text, figures, or tables, or other information necessary for interpretation. The main results should be highlighted and discussed in terms of the literature. New information and new concept(s) that derive from the results should be identified, as well as the connections with other concepts in the literature.

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5 FINAL CONSIDERATIONS
This is a synthetic recap of the research results, highlighting their scope and contributions, as well as their possible merit. It should be brief and based on proven data. It should contain at least five aspects: (1) a brief mention of the purpose of the article and how it was pursued in the article, (2) a clear statement about the contribution and/or implications of the study in relation to existing knowledge, (3) an analysis of the main results in relation to the theory presented, (4) the limitations of the study, and (5) suggestions for future research.
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
